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Guidelines for Submission 

 
The purpose of the motivation is to allow the Scholarship Committee to evaluate submissions 
beyond academic merit, and award Scholarships to deserving applicants who are passionate, 
challenge norms, think critically and find solutions. 
 
The motivation and additional/supporting documentation will make up 70% of the overall score 
for your Scholarship Application. The remaining 30% is based on your Grade 11 results (or Grade 
12 if completed), or equivalent, using an average of the top 4 subjects. 

 
The motivation will be scored by each member of the Scholarship Committee separately. An 
average score will then be calculated. Self-expression and originality in your thinking will be 
considered in the scoring, together with how successfully and convincingly you are able to 
communicate your ideas and your story. That’s because our primary focus is to assess how 
learners think and how collaborative they are as creative solution seekers. Be mindful to answer 
each question in detail, so you do not compromise on important content for maximum impact.
